Booth Committee
Revised drawings of the booth floor plan will be sent out prior to the June 3 meeting.
There was discussion of where the electrical power drop will be – for LBNL it has also been inside the structure at the rear of the booth. That structure provides very limited storage, but may be expanded for SC13.
There is a small area with couches at the back of the booth. It’s screened with fabric panels and is popular for informal discussions.

Program Committee
Featured speakers – to ensure we have enough speaker slots to accommodate one speaker per lab, the tentative plan is to have talks at 10:45 a.m., 11:45 a.m., 12:45 p.m., 1:45 p.m., 2:45 p.m. and 3:45 p.m. on Tuesday and Wednesday and at 10:45 a.m., 11:45 a.m. and 12:45 p.m. on Thursday.
Demos may be presented Monday evening and during the day on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday. Lab will reserve time slots.
There will be a reservation schedule for the round tables for roundtable discussions.
A poster template will be developed for all the labs to use for electronic posters.
Need to confirm how many e-poster displays there will be, and of what type (touch screen or not) and how to drive them.  Awaiting pricing from booth contractor.

Communications Committee
Each lab will be asked to provide two high-resolution images for the upper panels of the tall structure at the back of the booth. Size of each image should be 6300 pixels high and 5400 pixels wide. Beth will send out the specifications to the committee.
