The call consisted of reports from the various subcommittees.
Booth Committee
The booth committee had no news, but plans to have a telecon before the July 1 committee call. Jon will invite David Lund from GroupDelphi, LBNL’s booth vendor, to join the calls.  Also, the latest booth drawings are now available on our internal website.
Program Committee
Ashley raised the issue of a limit on the number of posters per lab.
Beth suggested that we display the “best of the best” and keep them consistent with the booth theme.
Sharon recommended that the posters be light on content (not technical posters) and serve to attract attention and start conversations.
Beth suggested a limit of 200-250 words, with images and visualizations. For detailed information beyond this, posters can point to a web link/URL. Though posters could be made available for downloading as pdfs, they would not include any visualizations. The poster template will be ready by July 12, with posters due by the second week in October.
Daniel suggested incorporating VR codes into the posters to make it easy for visitors to get more information.
The idea is to use touch screens to allow visitors to call up posters from thumbnail images. We will look into the cost of renting touch screens – LANL may be able to ship some, as well as a 3D TV. The exact number of e-poster displays/touchscreens is still discussed, as is what software interface we will use to drive.  There was also a question about whether a single touch screen could drive several non-touchscreen displays.
We need to put our best face forward.
Communications Committee
Each lab has been asked to provide two high-resolution images for the upper panels of the tall structure at the back of the booth. The panels at the top of the booth will be printed with the logo and one visualization from each lab, printed on both sides of the panel (budget allowing). Each lab will submit two images, and final selection will be based on size, coloring, etc. to ensure the best display. 
Beth clarified the dimensions for the visualizations – 6,300 pixels wide by 5,400 pixels high. We will include 15 or 16 images across the panels (still waiting on PPPL). Labs should choose images that serve more as a billboard than as a scientific poster image.
A packet of information about the images and other booth displays will be prepared for booth staff.
Miscellaneous
Blaise raised the question of a common shirt and said he hoped someone would take on the project of designing and coordinating shirts. Options include a common shirt, but with each lab having their own logo on their shirts, or having a common DOE shirt. Karen noted that creating shirts for each individual lab would wipe out any economies of scale.
Next call will be on Monday, July 1.
