The call consisted of reports from the various subcommittees.
Booth Committee
David Lund from Group Delphi provided links to touchscreen demos and two alternative booth floor plans for review.  The touchscreen demos consisted of a mock-up of poster presentations using previously produced posters from Argonne, and a representative touchscreen presentation from a Group Delphi customer. Kevy walked everyone through the Argonne poster demo, noting that this was just a preliminary mock-up to convey the concept.  Dave and Kevy pointed out that the Prezi software used to produce the demo was low cost, flexible, portable and provided what they thought was the best option for what we want to do, and for managing the vast content we are expecting.  It works on touch screens, ipads, iphones, android phones, etc. and is able to include movies/annimations.  
There was considerable discussion and lots of questions.  Some of those are captured here:
Q: Where is the content kept?
A: It is local, and be loaded on the device that plays the presentation (or the computer that drives the display device.

Q: What movie formats are supported?
A: Multiple, though they may be converted to mpg4 (as done for the demo)

Q: Is it possible to include text labels next to the icons - so that we know what each icon refers to?
A: Yes

Q: Do ipads have the horsepower to play the animations/movies?
A: Yes.  Videos are compressed and will be pre-loaded on the driver devices - not streamed from the Internet.

Q: Will the posters be in PDF?
A: We can provide Keynote (Apple's equivalent of Powerpoint) templates, which work fine.

The topic of "how many touch screens / how many displays" was revisited.  Various options were discussed including bringing our own touch screens, renting them, budget constraints, etc.  David proposed a very cost effective idea of using regular flat panel displays, and then connecting them to iPads which would be mounted next to the screens.  All of the content would be loaded onto the iPad, and users/staff would interact with it, while the flat panel display would provide a large mirror of the iPad.  In general, this approach was favored by those on the telecon.
Review of OptA and OptB floor plans followed.  Essentially, these just showed two new choices on where to place the demo station and the 3D TV - nothing else was changed from previous floor plans.  It was noted again that the 3D TV needs to be offset sufficiently from the aisle to provide proper viewing with 3D glasses, and so as to not obstruct aisle way traffic. 
 A question arose whether we could have the back section of the booth be symmetrical - that is, provide two "couch areas" and pull the poster semi-circles out so that they align symmetrically. Turning the poster semi-circles convex instead of concave was suggested again.  
Adding a grid to the floorplan was suggested.  David can provide this and the other ideas on future renderings.
Program Committee
Blaise mentioned that our internal website is now using the Participants page to provide a place for future booth participants (content providers) to get instructions, information and to submit their content.  It includes a link to the Participation Request Form discussed on the previous telecon.
We expect to begin gathering/soliciting for participation next month.
Communications Committee
Beth discussed poster templates and the need to receive each lab's official logo(s).  Everyone should followup by sending their official logo(s) to our sc13DOEbooth_communication@email.ornl.gov  email list.  Beth also reminded everyone about sending in their two scientific simulation images, and followed up with an email for both after the telecon.  Beth has specs that she has been using for posters for over 5 years and sent those to Dave Lund after the telecon.
