Booth Design
Parks discussed the laying of CAT-5 cables for the demos and visualization areas. He asked for a gridsection of the booth from Dave Lund by the end of October so he knows how much cable to bring and so we can mark up where to have power cords. Parks will bring the cable and lay it down before the carpet is installed. We also need to know the same thing for electrical.  Dave Lund will get the installation schedule for planning purposes.
Jon said that he will be providing a network switch for the booth (the same one used in years past) and that it has been fully tested. He will provide details on the switch to Parks.
The booth will have a 1 Gbps Ethernet connection as no large-scale demos are planned for the booth. ESnet will be participating with vendors in their booths.
Shipping: Dave Modl said that it is very likely that LANL staff will rent a trailer to haul the poster display monitors and 3D TV to Denver.
Communications
The public-facing website is getting finalized on ORNL servers and we are getting accounts for Beth, Karen, AnnMarie and Blaise to have accounts – because RSA token are required for access, we are limiting the number of accounts.  Rather than having each lab create an individual page on the ORNL server, labs will create local pages with SC13 activities and the main site will feature links to those pages.
As of Oct. 7, seven labs had not uploaded any posters to the GroupDelphi site. Kevy will send emails to the POCs for those labs.
From the communications team telecon, we were informed that there will be slides for each featured speaker displayed on the standing monitor next to the reception desk.  The POC for each lab should obtain a photo image of their featured speaker(s).
Jon is writing an article for Scientific Computing, which is due Oct 11.  Looking for input.
Booth Program
As of Oct. 7, Blaise reported requests for six featured speakers, two roundtables, three demos, one discussion lounge and one 3D visualization. 
For 3D visualizations, Dave Modl asked that the images be sent as flat files and he will turn them into 3D versions. Here is previous info from Dave on formatting:  
The screen is a 1080P (1920x1080) display.
The best format to send is image pairs in a zipped/tarred file with a naming format something like:

JPG and PNG (and other standard formats) files are also OK too.
However, the file naming convention is important – especially the leading zeros in the file names and the ‘l’ and ‘r’ designation for 3D images.
I would also like to see a PPT slide in the ‘booth format’ describing the science that will play for a number of seconds before the movie plays, unless the movie itself contains its own text describing the science details.
Registration
The conference has agreed to waive any cancellation fees for government attendees who register, but then are unable to attend due to the shutdown. The conference prefers that people register earlier, as registration fees increase after 10/15.  For example, a non-member tech program registration fee goes from $550 to $800 after 10/15. Becky noted that registration is currently higher than in any previous year with many international attendees.
However, if the shutdown is still in effect, it is not clear whether we would have a booth. Depending on each lab’s rules, employees may not be able to engage in work-related activities if they have been furloughed.
Blaise will send the current list of people who have registered as DOE booth exhibitors to the POCs of each lab having such.  They will need to verify that each person from their lab is valid, and Blaise will then approve them in the SC booth registration system.
Miscellaneous
Becky asked about how the committee thought booth planning was progressing and the consensus is that we are doing well, with several people saying we seem to be ahead of where their labs usually are at this time.

10. Develop plans for booth message center: ???
11. Find people to staff the booth and develop schedule:  All POCs for each lab
12. Complete all ePosters and upload files to FTP site:  All POCs for each lab
