Booth Design:
· Followup from last telecon:  Dave Lund checked on an 80" monitor for the Featured Speaker area, and provided renderings of what it would look like in the booth to Jon and Blaise. All agreed it was just too big, so we'll be sticking with last year's 58" monitor.  It was asked if we could raise the 58" inch screen for better visibility.
· Dave Lund also provided the most recent booth rendering to everyone via email before the telecon:  the only new thing are the cabinets in the informal lounges for ePoster computers.  Will they include adequate cooling? Yes.  Can be used for laptop or brochures also, if desired.
· Still working on proposal for pricing:
· Dave asked if it was OK to use last year's DOE logos, hanging sign, demo station, reception desk, etc. Everyone agreed it was OK, and would reduce costs.
· Only new graphics: for demo stations, maybe a couple logos, visualizations.  
· Lab logos/viz images:  Labs are free to use last year's. LANL and ORNL will be sending new logos and/or images.  Set a deadline of October 10 to upload new logos/images - same as ePosters.  
· Jon will check with Ames, Jlab and SLAC to make sure they know about the logos/viz images, etc.
· Anything to pass along from National Lab Day activities (Sep 16)?
· ePosters - Kevy sent out a reminder:  The date you DO need to remember is October 10. That is the drop-dead date for all the ePoster content. I must stress that is it extremely important that all content be delivered and locked by that date. We need your ePoster content at least 4 weeks before the hardware ships so that we can build the interactive pages and get you review files to approve. We also need time to test.   
· Parks:  networking - what's going on?  Jon has been getting reminders - deadline Sept. 30.  Jon will get request in after learning more from data science demos.  ePosters will have web content too - will need network connection.
· ePoster web browsing will be a smaller window - not the whole screen.  Will need to keep an eye on visitors getting side-tracked with surfing the internet.
