Booth Design:
· Dave Lund reported that Group Delphi and LBNL were able to finalize the first purchase order, which was somewhat delayed due to National Lab Day. The NLD display used one of the new monitors and the Intuiface software to create an interactive display. The event was successful, drawing about 15 elected members of Congress and more than 100 staffers.
· Lab logos/viz images: Labs are free to use last year's. LANL and ORNL will be sending new logos and/or images.  Set a deadline of October 10 to upload new logos/images - same as ePosters.  
· Jon sent emails to Ames, Jlab and SLAC to make sure they know about the logos/viz images, etc. Ames and JLab will use the same logos and images as last year. No response yet from SLAC
· ePosters - Kevy issued another reminder:  The date you DO need to remember is October 10. That is the drop-dead date for all the ePoster content. LLNL is the first lab to submit posters and PNNL intends to submit theirs by Sept. 29. NREL plans to use the same content in the new template. We need your ePoster content at least 4 weeks before the hardware ships so that we can build the interactive pages and get you review files to approve. We also need time to test. Once you upload content, please send an email alerting Kevy.
· The new monitors do have speakers, so sound can be incorporated into the posters. However, due to ambient noise in the exhibits hall, talking head videos should not be included.
· Network drop: Jon has checked with members of the data demo teams and they know of no plans for live demos in the booth. Jon will order the 1G connection.
· A list of collaborative posters has been drawn up and content assigned. List is at the end of these notes.
