Booth Design:
· Dave Lund reported that Group Delphi and LBNL were able to finalize the first purchase order, which was somewhat delayed due to National Lab Day. 
· Parks has requested a floorplan marked with a 1-square foot grid for planning electrical and network connections. Dave Lund said he will get that done within a week.
· Lab logos/viz images: Labs are free to use last year's. LANL and ORNL will be sending new logos and/or images.  Kevy said a few new viz images have been uploaded. Deadline is October 10 to upload new logos/images - same as ePosters.  
· ePosters - Kevy issued another reminder:  The date you DO need to remember is October 10. That is the drop-dead date for all the ePoster content. We need your ePoster content at least 4 weeks before the hardware ships so that we can build the interactive pages and get you review files to approve. We also need time to test. Once you upload content, please send an email alerting Kevy.
